All submitted essays must be in full MLA style prepared according to the most recent version of the MLA Handbook for Writers of Research Papers, with Works Cited, endnotes, not footnotes, and internal citations of quoted texts. The endnotes should neither be too long or too numerous".
 

 In MLA style, the abbreviations U and P replace 'University' and only the city, not the state, province, or country, of publication, is listed, so not Baltimore, Maryland: Johns Hopkins University Press," but Baltimore: Johns Hopkins UP". Also, for most publishes with more than one proper name in their corporate identities, please only use the first and best-known name, i.e. Longman, Routledge, Penguin, and so on, and please only name one city of publication.  So "New York: Penguin", and not "New York and London: Penguin Putnam." There are exceptions,such as Allen & Unwin, Thames & Hudson, Farrar, Straus, and Giroux. An imprint of a parituclar press is not mentioned in the citation; if the book is published by the Belknap Press of Harvard University Press, the citation should just be "Cambridge: Harvard UP". 

 

All articles must be in US spelling. In other words, color, not colour, civilization, not civilisation, et cetera. Quoted texts that use Australian spelling, or names of institutions (Australian Defence Force Academy) should be kept in Australian spelling.
